CHAPTER 1:  INTRODUCTION 
 
1.1 Problem Statement 
 
Over the past decade, perceived 

traffic congestion at the intersection of 

US Route 11 and NYS Route 49, the 

main intersection within the core of the 

Village, has been steadily increasing.  

The increase in traffic volumes has 

been recognized as an impediment to 

development and revitalization of the 

Village, as well as an impediment to 

pedestrian and automobile circulation and safety.  Although it is normal for traffic 

volumes to grow over time as population increases, the dense commercial development 

along the NYS Route 49 corridor, coupled by a modest increase in residential 

development in outlying areas have added to the traffic issues experienced at these 

intersections.  Additionally, within several blocks of the US Route 11/NYS Route 49 

intersection, there are many places of business, banks, churches, eateries, and several 

Central Square School District facilities.  The safe passage of pedestrians through and 

across these congested traffic corridors is a primary concern.  As such, the Village has 

commissioned the Village of Central Square Traffic Circulation Study to identify and 

evaluate potential solutions to address these concerns. Ultimately, the Village plans to 

use this study as supporting documentation for funding applications for a capital project 

to address the traffic issues.
