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CHAPTER 3:  EXISTING TRAFFIC CONDITIONS 
 
3.1 Traffic Volumes 

 

The data collected included volume counts and turning movement counts.  The volume 

counts were taken at the following six (6) locations, and the turning movement counts 

were collected at the three (3) primary intersections within the Village center.  See 

Figure 3.1 for a map of these count locations.  

 

Location 1:   County Route 12, approximately 1170 feet NE of the NYS 
Route 49 intersection 

 
Location 2:   US Route 11, approximately 440 feet SE of the NYS Route 

49 intersection 
 
Location 3:  US Route 11, approximately 2380 feet NW of the NYS 

Route 49 intersection 
 
Location 4:   County Route 12, approximately 760 feet SW of the US 

Route 11 intersection 
 
Location 5:   NYS Route 49, approximately 1610 feet NW of the US 

Route 11 intersection 
 
Location 6:   NYS Route 49, approximately 1090 feet SE of the US 

Route 11 intersection.   
 

All of the daily and hourly traffic volumes are based on two-way traffic. The annual 

average daily traffic (AADT) volumes and peak hour volumes were derived from the 

volume counts and turning movement counts and are summarized in Table 3.1 and 3.2 

below.
